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P R E F A C E  

This map appendix supplements the municipal service review (MSR) report on Yuba County 
prepared for the Yuba Local Agency Formation Commission (LAFCO).  This supplemental 
appendix provides maps depicting agency boundaries and spheres of influence (SOIs), and 
Countywide service maps.  LAFCO submitted draft maps of agency boundaries and SOIs to each 
agency for its review, and offered each agency an opportunity to comment on the draft maps and 
provide documentation on boundary or SOI actions from the local agency’s archives. 

The MSR Background Report contains analysis and MSR determinations including the 
advantages and disadvantages of government structure alternatives.  Agency profiles are located in 
Appendix A. 

G U I D E  T O  M A P S  

Agency maps generally depict the boundaries and spheres of influence (SOIs) for local agencies 
providing or contracting for municipal services. Maps for agencies under Yuba LAFCO jurisdiction 
have been verified by LAFCO.  Each map has been reviewed by the respective local agency.   

Service overview maps provide key facilities and local agency boundaries and, if different, service 
areas mapped for water and wastewater, reclamation, police and fire, and park and cemetery 
providers.   

M A P  S O U R C E S  A N D  L I M I TA T I O N S  

For this MSR project, LAFCO staff and the consultant team have conducted verification and 
digitization of the existing boundaries and SOIs of the local agencies.  This was the first such 
comprehensive mapping effort by LAFCO.   

The mapping project required organization and review of the LAFCO archives dating back to 
1964.  These archives have been maintained historically by various staff; although most of the record 
is intact, certain records could not be located.  Although LAFCO indexed all adopted resolutions for 
the period since 1977, there were no indexes of adopted LAFCO actions for the period of 1964 to 
1977.  The LAFCO team searched through the entire archives for official actions during the 1964 to 
1977 period.  Over the years, LAFCO adopted SOIs without a text description in the resolution and 
with reference to a map exhibit; another challenge was that some of the map exhibits were missing 
from the record.  The LAFCO team searched through the archives for those maps, some of which 
were located.   

Another challenge in the boundary verification process was that many of the local agencies were 
formed before LAFCO was established in 1964.   

Boundary changes for local agencies are not official until a certificate of completion is issued by 
the California Board of Equalization (BOE).  BOE maintains records of officially recorded 
boundary changes since 1948.  In addition, BOE indexed formation documents for special districts 
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formed before 1948.  The earliest such formation document in the BOE archives for local agencies 
in Yuba County was the 1906 formation of Reclamation District 10.  The BOE archives provide 
comprehensive indexing of the recorded boundary changes and microfiche archives of related 
resolutions and maps.   

The BOE archives did not encompass all of the local agencies.  Agencies excluded from the 
BOE archives are the Camp Far West Irrigation District, Cordua Irrigation District, Ramirez Water 
District, South Yuba Water District, Wheatland Water District, Yuba County Resource 
Conservation District, CSA 47 and CSA 51.  The boundaries of these eight agencies were compiled 
based on existing records of Yuba LAFCO, the Yuba County Surveyor, and the Yuba County Board 
of Supervisors.   

Local agencies are directly responsible for compliance with the Voting Rights Act (VRA) for 
boundary changes since 1968.  Although the VRA was adopted to address racial discrimination in 
voting in the deep South prior to the civil rights movement of the 1950s and 1960s, it applies to four 
California counties, including Yuba, which had very low voter participation in 1968 and 1972, large 
non-English-speaking populations, and which did not provide election materials in minority 
languages at that time.  VRA Section 5 requires the governments to which it applies, including those 
in Yuba County, to get approval (preclearance) from the U.S. Department of Justice before 
implementing voting changes.  This preclearance requirement applies to boundary changes of 
agencies with elected boards even if an agency rarely holds elections due to a lack of candidates.  
Although this is not a LAFCO concern, the requirement also applies to the establishment of districts 
or divisions for members of agency boards, redistricting, and eliminating voting districts in favor of 
at-large voting.  The preclearance requirement affects changes made since Nov. 1, 1968.  To obtain 
preclearance, the jurisdiction submits the ordinance, maps and other information to the U.S. 
Department of Justice.  Agencies that have not precleared past boundary changes may do so 
retroactively.1  In such cases, the Attorney General reviews all of a jurisdiction’s non-precleared 
annexations together.  Local agencies may wish to consult with legal counsel about these issues if 
they cannot demonstrate that all of the changes affecting those who voted for their legislative body 
since 1968 have been approved by the U.S. Department of Justice.  Given that VRA compliance is 
not a LAFCO responsibility and preclearance may be obtained retroactively, the local agency maps 
in this report have not been verified for local agency compliance with VRA.

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M A P P I N G  M E T H O D O L O G Y  

City of  Marysville 

The City of Marysville map shown in this report reflects available boundary records.  The City 
was formed in 1851 prior to the creation of LAFCO.  BOE maintains boundary records for this 
agency, providing an independent source for verification of City boundary changes since 1970.  The 
depicted boundary reflects verification of all boundary changes recorded by LAFCO since 1970.  
The depicted SOI reflects the Yuba LAFCO record.  The detailed boundary and SOI histories are 
described in Appendix A, Chapter 1. 

City of  Wheatland 

The City of Wheatland map shown in this report reflects available boundary records.  The City 
was formed in 1874 prior to the creation of LAFCO.  BOE maintains boundary records for this 
agency, providing an independent source for verification of City boundary changes since 1952.  The 
depicted boundary reflects verification of all boundary changes recorded by LAFCO since 1970.  
The depicted SOI reflects the Yuba LAFCO record.  The detailed boundary and SOI histories are 
described in Appendix A, Chapter 2. 

Brophy Water District 

The Brophy Water District (BWD) map shown in this report reflects the Yuba LAFCO and 
BOE archival records.  BWD was formed in 1965; however, the first LAFCO record for BWD is 
from 1980.  The BOE record contains the original formation map and all subsequent official 
boundary changes for BWD.   

The depicted boundary reflects all actions recorded in the BOE and LAFCO archives.  The 
boundary verification analysis was performed for all boundary actions from 1980 to the present.  
The depicted SOI reflects the Yuba LAFCO record, as described in Appendix A, Chapter 3.   

Browns Valley Cemetery District 

The Browns Valley Cemetery District (BVCD) map shown in this report reflects the Yuba 
LAFCO and BOE archival records.  BVCD was formed in 1935 prior to the creation of LAFCO.  
The BOE record contains the original formation map; there is no record of any subsequent official 
boundary changes.  

The depicted boundary reflects the entire district boundary as displayed on the original 
formation map; there were no subsequent changes recorded in the Yuba LAFCO or BOE archives.  
The depicted SOI reflects the Yuba LAFCO record, as described in Appendix A, Chapter 4.  

Browns Valley Irrigation District 

The Browns Valley Irrigation District (BVID) map shown in this report reflects the Yuba 
LAFCO and BOE archival records.  BVID was formed in 1888 prior to the creation of LAFCO.  
BOE maintains boundary records for this agency, providing an independent source for verification 
of boundary changes since 1974.   
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The depicted boundary reflects all actions recorded in the BOE and Yuba LAFCO archives.  
The depicted SOI reflects the Yuba LAFCO record, as described in Appendix A, Chapter 5.  The 
portion of the BVID boundary that extends beyond the SOI in the north of the District is due to a 
2000 annexation that occurred without a corresponding SOI amendment. 

Brownsville Cemetery District 

The Brownsville Cemetery District (BCD) map shown in this report reflects the Yuba LAFCO 
and BOE archival records.  BCD was formed in 1949 prior to the creation of LAFCO.  The BOE 
record contains the original legal description of the boundary at formation; there is no record of any 
subsequent official boundary changes.  

The depicted boundary reflects the entire district boundary as described at formation; there were 
no subsequent boundary changes recorded in the Yuba LAFCO or BOE archives.  The depicted 
SOI reflects the Yuba LAFCO record, as described in Appendix A, Chapter 6.   

Camp Far West Irrigation District 

The Camp Far West Irrigation District (CFWID) map shown in this report reflects available 
boundary records.  CFWID was formed in 1924 prior to the creation of LAFCO. As BOE does not 
maintain boundary records for this agency, there was no independent source for verification of the 
CFWID boundary. 

The map shown in this report reflects the Placer LAFCO record for the boundary area within 
Placer County, and the 1965 Yuba County Surveyor map for the boundary area within Yuba County.  
Neither Placer nor Yuba LAFCO has a record of an SOI having been adopted for CFWID; hence, 
no SOI is depicted on the map. 

Placer LAFCO provided the original CFWID formation map adopted by the Placer County 
Board of Supervisors, and provided a current map of the CFWID boundary area in Placer County.  
Placer LAFCO indicated it had no recorded boundary changes (since 1964) for this agency, and that 
there is no record of an SOI adopted by Placer LAFCO for CFWID.  Placer LAFCO is expected to 
transfer jurisdiction to Yuba LAFCO when it next receives a proposal affecting the district.   

The Yuba County Surveyor provided a recorded map of the District boundary dated April 22, 
1965.  According to a 1987 SOI study conducted by a Yuba LAFCO consultant, two boundary 
changes occurred since formation:  1) a 1969 annexation of 158 acres, and 2) a 1975 annexation of 
317 acres.2  However, no record of these actions was found in the Yuba or Placer LAFCO archives.  
A detailed boundary history is described in Appendix A, Chapter 7. 

Camptonville Cemetery District 

The Camptonville Cemetery District (CCD) map shown in this report reflects the Yuba LAFCO 
and BOE archival records.  CCD was formed in 1954 prior to the creation of LAFCO.  The BOE 
record contains the original formation map; there is no record of any subsequent official boundary 
changes.

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The depicted boundary reflects the entire district boundary as displayed on the original 
formation map; there were no subsequent changes recorded in the Yuba LAFCO or BOE archives.  
The depicted SOI reflects the Yuba LAFCO record, as described in Appendix A, Chapter 8.   

Camptonville Community Services District 

The Camptonville Community Services District (CCSD) map shown in this report reflects the 
Yuba LAFCO and BOE archival records.   CCSD was formed in 1987; hence, its entire boundary 
history was subject to LAFCO jurisdiction.  The BOE record contains the original map of the 
boundary at formation; there is no record of any subsequent official boundary changes.  

The depicted boundary reflects the entire district boundary at formation; there were no 
subsequent boundary changes recorded in the Yuba LAFCO or BOE archives.  The depicted SOI 
reflects the Yuba LAFCO record, as described in Appendix A, Chapter 9. 

Cordua Irrigation District 

The Cordua Irrigation District (CID) map shown in this report reflects available boundary 
records.  CID was formed in 1919 prior to the creation of LAFCO.  As BOE does not maintain 
boundary records for this agency, there was no independent source for verification of the CID 
boundary.   

The depicted boundary reflects all actions recorded in the LAFCO archive, which begins in 1974 
for CID.  The boundary verification analysis was performed for all boundary actions from 1974 to 
the present.  The depicted SOI reflects the Yuba LAFCO record, as described in Appendix A, 
Chapter 10. 

District-10 Hallwood Community Services District 

The District 10-Hallwood Community Services District (D10-HCSD) map shown in this report 
reflects the Yuba LAFCO and BOE archival records.  D10-HCSD was formed in 1985; hence, its 
entire boundary history was subject to LAFCO jurisdiction.   

The depicted boundary reflects the entire district boundary as displayed on the original 
formation map; there were no subsequent changes recorded in the Yuba LAFCO or BOE archives.  
The depicted SOI reflects the Yuba LAFCO record, as described in Appendix A, Chapter 11. 

Dobbins-Oregon House Fire Protection District 

The Dobbins-Oregon House Fire Protection District (DOHFPD) map shown in this report 
reflects the Yuba LAFCO and BOE archival records.  DOHFPD was formed in 1986; hence, its 
entire boundary history was subject to LAFCO jurisdiction.   

The depicted boundary reflects the entire district boundary as displayed on the original 
formation map; there were no subsequent changes recorded in the Yuba LAFCO or BOE archives.  
The depicted SOI reflects the Yuba LAFCO record, as described in Appendix A, Chapter 12.   
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Foothill Fire Protection District 

The Foothill Fire Protection District (FFPD) map shown in this report reflects the Yuba 
LAFCO and BOE archival records.  FFPD was formed in 1986; hence, its entire boundary history 
was subject to LAFCO jurisdiction.   

The depicted boundary reflects all actions recorded in the Yuba LAFCO and BOE archives.  
The depicted SOI reflects the Yuba LAFCO record, as described in Appendix A, Chapter 13.   

Keystone Cemetery District 

The Keystone Cemetery District (KCD) map shown in this report reflects the Yuba LAFCO 
and BOE archival records.   KCD was formed in 1934 prior to the creation of LAFCO.  The BOE 
record contains the original legal description of the boundary at formation; there is no record of any 
subsequent official boundary changes.  

The depicted boundary reflects the entire district boundary as described at formation; there were 
no subsequent boundary changes recorded in the Yuba LAFCO or BOE archives.  The depicted 
SOI reflects the Yuba LAFCO record, as described in Appendix A, Chapter 14. 

Linda County Water District 

The Linda County Water District (LCWD) map shown in this report reflects the Yuba LAFCO 
and BOE archival records.  LCWD was formed in 1954 prior to the creation of LAFCO.  BOE 
maintains boundary records for this agency, providing an independent source for verification of 
boundary changes since 1954.   

The depicted boundary reflects actions recorded in the BOE and Yuba LAFCO archives since 
1963.  The depicted SOI reflects the Yuba LAFCO record, as described in Appendix A, Chapter 15. 

Linda Fire Protection District 

The Linda Fire Protection District (LFPD) map shown in this report reflects the Yuba LAFCO 
and BOE archival records.  LFPD was formed in 1948 prior to the creation of LAFCO.  BOE 
maintains boundary records for this agency, providing an independent source for verification of 
boundary changes since 1948.   

The depicted boundary reflects actions recorded in the BOE archives since 1948 and the Yuba 
LAFCO archives since 1971.  The Yuba County Assessor’s Office provided a 1961 map of the 
District that depicted areas excluded by a 1953 detachment.  No map depicting the 1953 exclusions 
was found at the Board of Equalization, the Yuba County Recorder’s Office, the Yuba County 
Surveyor’s Office, or in LFPD records. 

The depicted SOI reflects the Yuba LAFCO record, as described in Appendix A, Chapter 16. 

Loma Rica-Browns Valley Community Services District 

The Loma Rica-Browns Valley Community Services District (LRBVCSD) map shown in this 
report reflects the Yuba LAFCO and BOE archival records.   LRBVCSD was formed in 1985; 
hence, its entire boundary history was subject to LAFCO jurisdiction.  The BOE record contains the 
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original map of the boundary at formation; there is no record of any subsequent official boundary 
changes.  

The depicted boundary reflects the entire district boundary at formation; there were no 
subsequent boundary changes recorded in the Yuba LAFCO or BOE archives.  The depicted SOI 
reflects the Yuba LAFCO record, as described in Appendix A, Chapter 17. 

Marysville Cemetery District 

The Marysville Cemetery District (MCD) map shown in this report reflects the Yuba LAFCO 
record.  MCD was formed by LAFCO in 1992; there have been no subsequent official boundary 
changes. 

The depicted boundary reflects the entire district boundary as displayed on the original 
formation map; there were no subsequent changes recorded in the Yuba LAFCO or BOE archives.  
The depicted SOI reflects the Yuba LAFCO record, as described in Appendix A, Chapter 18.   

Marysville Levee District 

The Marysville Levee District (MLD) map shown in this report reflects the Yuba LAFCO and 
BOE archival records.   MLD was formed in 1876 prior to the creation of LAFCO.  The BOE 
record contains the original legal description of the boundary at formation; there is no record of any 
subsequent official boundary changes.  

The depicted boundary reflects the entire district boundary as described at formation; there were 
no subsequent boundary changes recorded in the Yuba LAFCO or BOE archives.  The depicted 
SOI reflects the Yuba LAFCO record, as described in Appendix A, Chapter 19. 

Nevada Irrigation District 

The Nevada Irrigation District (NID) map shown in this report reflects the Nevada LAFCO 
record.  Nevada is the principal county for this district, and is responsible for all boundary and SOI 
actions for this agency.  Nevada LAFCO adopted an SOI for NID, and updated that SOI in 2007. 

The depicted boundary and SOI reflect the Nevada LAFCO record, as described in Appendix 
A, Chapter 20, and were provided by Nevada LAFCO. 

North Yuba Water District 

The North Yuba Water District (NYWD) map shown in this report reflects the Yuba LAFCO, 
BOE and Yuba County Assessor archival records.  NYWD was formed in 1952 prior to the creation 
of LAFCO.  BOE maintains boundary records for this agency, providing an independent source for 
verification of boundary changes since 1952.   

The depicted boundary reflects actions recorded in the BOE archives since 1962 and the Yuba 
LAFCO archives since 1966.  The boundaries of NYWD contain various excluded areas due to 
landowner protest at formation, and subsequent detachments from the District.  In order to 
accurately map these, a map from 1961 showing all excluded areas was provided by the Yuba 
County Assessor’s Office.  In order to arrive at the current boundaries, analysis was performed for 
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all boundary actions from 1962 to the present, as described in Appendix A, Chapter 21.  The 
District does not have an SOI adopted by LAFCO.   

Olivehurst Public Utilities District 

The Olivehurst Public Utilities District (OPUD) map shown in this report reflects the Yuba 
LAFCO and BOE archival records.  OPUD was formed in 1948 prior to the creation of LAFCO.  
BOE maintains boundary records for this agency, providing an independent source for verification 
of boundary changes since 1948.   

The depicted boundary reflects actions recorded in the BOE archives since 1948 and the Yuba 
LAFCO archives since 1979.  The depicted SOI reflects the Yuba LAFCO record, as described in 
Appendix A, Chapter 22. 

Peoria Cemetery District 

The Peoria Cemetery District (PCD) map shown in this report reflects the Yuba LAFCO and 
BOE archival records. PCD was formed in 1943 prior to the creation of LAFCO.  The BOE record 
contains the original formation map; there is no record of any subsequent official boundary changes.  

The depicted boundary reflects the entire district boundary as displayed on the original 
formation map; there were no subsequent changes recorded in the Yuba LAFCO or BOE archives.  
The depicted SOI reflects the Yuba LAFCO record, as described in Appendix A, Chapter 23.   

Plumas Brophy Fire Protection District 

The Plumas Brophy Fire Protection District (PBFPD) map shown in this report reflects the 
Yuba LAFCO and BOE archival records.  PBFPD was formed in 1951 prior to the creation of 
LAFCO.  The BOE record contains the original formation map and all subsequent official boundary 
changes.   

The depicted boundary reflects all actions recorded in the BOE archives; the boundary 
verification analysis was performed for all boundary actions from formation to the present.  The 
depicted SOI reflects the Yuba LAFCO record, as described in Appendix A, Chapter 24.   

Ramirez Water District 

The Ramirez Water District (RWD) map shown in this report reflects the Yuba LAFCO archival 
record.  RWD was formed in 1963; however, the first LAFCO action taken occurred in 1979.  As 
BOE does not maintain boundary records for this agency, there was no independent source for 
verification of the RWD boundary. 

The depicted boundary and SOI reflect all actions recorded in the Yuba LAFCO archives, as 
described in Appendix A, Chapter 25. 

Reclamation District 10 

The Reclamation District 10 (RD 10) map shown in this report reflects the Yuba LAFCO and 
BOE archival records.  RD 10 was formed in 1913 prior to the creation of LAFCO.  BOE maintains 
boundary records for this agency, providing an independent source for verification of boundary 
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changes since 1955.  The BOE record contains only the original formation map; there is no record 
of any subsequent official boundary changes.   

The depicted boundary reflects all actions recorded in the BOE and Yuba LAFCO archives.  
The depicted SOI reflects the Yuba LAFCO record, as described in Appendix A, Chapter 26. 

Reclamation District 784 

The Reclamation District 784 (RD 784) map shown in this report reflects the Yuba LAFCO and 
BOE archival records.  RD 784 was formed in 1908 prior to the creation of LAFCO.  BOE 
maintains boundary records for this agency, providing an independent source for verification of 
boundary changes since 1956.  The BOE record contains the original formation map, and maps of 
all subsequent annexations. 

The depicted boundary reflects all actions recorded in the BOE and Yuba LAFCO archives, as 
described in Appendix A, Chapter 27.  There is no evidence in the LAFCO record that an SOI was 
ever adopted for RD 784.  Hence, no SOI is depicted on the map.   

Reclamation District 817 

The Reclamation District 817 (RD 817) map shown in this report reflects the Yuba LAFCO and 
BOE archival records.  RD 817 was formed in 1910 prior to the creation of LAFCO.  BOE 
maintains boundary records for this agency, providing an independent source for verification of 
boundary changes since 1974.  The BOE record contains only the original formation map; there is 
no record of any subsequent official boundary changes.  In addition, the 1964 formation record for 
the adjacent Reclamation District 2103 was also consulted for verification of RD 817 bounds. 

The depicted boundary reflects all actions recorded in the BOE and Yuba LAFCO archives.  
The depicted SOI reflects the Yuba LAFCO record, as described in Appendix A, Chapter 28.   

Reclamation District 2103 

The Reclamation District 2103 (RD 2103) map shown in this report reflects the Yuba LAFCO 
and BOE archival records.  RD 2103 was formed in 1964; hence, its entire boundary history was 
subject to LAFCO jurisdiction.  The BOE record contains the original formation map; there is no 
record of any subsequent official boundary changes.   

The depicted boundary reflects all actions recorded in the BOE and Yuba LAFCO archives.  
The depicted SOI reflects the Yuba LAFCO record, as described in Appendix A, Chapter 29.   

River Highlands Community Services District 

The River Highlands Community Services District (RHCSD) map shown in this report reflects 
the Yuba LAFCO and BOE archival records.  RHCSD was formed in 1980; hence, its entire 
boundary history was subject to LAFCO jurisdiction.  The BOE record contains the original 
formation map and subsequent boundary changes.   

The depicted boundary reflects all actions recorded in the BOE archives; the boundary 
verification analysis was performed for all boundary actions from formation to the present.  The 
depicted SOI reflects the Yuba LAFCO record, as described in Appendix A, Chapter 30. 
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Smartville Cemetery District 

The Smartville Cemetery District (SCD) map shown in this report reflects the Yuba LAFCO 
record.  SCD was formed in 1968; hence, its entire boundary history was subject to LAFCO 
jurisdiction.  The BOE record contains the original formation map; there is no record of any 
subsequent official boundary changes.  

The depicted boundary reflects the entire district boundary as displayed on the original 
formation map; there were no subsequent changes recorded in the Yuba LAFCO or BOE archives.  
The depicted SOI reflects the Yuba LAFCO record, as described in Appendix A, Chapter 31.   

Smartville Fire Protection District 

The Smartville Fire Protection District (SFPD) map shown in this report reflects the Yuba 
LAFCO record.  SFPD was formed in 1956 prior to the creation of LAFCO.  The BOE record 
contains the original formation map and subsequent boundary changes. 

The depicted boundary reflects all actions recorded in the BOE archives; the boundary 
verification analysis was performed for all boundary actions from formation to the present.  The 
depicted SOI reflects the Yuba LAFCO record, as described in Appendix A, Chapter 32. 

South Feather Water & Power Agency 

The South Feather Water & Power Agency (SFWPA) map shown in this report reflects the 
Butte LAFCO record, and the BOE record for the portion of the agency in Yuba County.  Butte is 
the principal county for this district, and is responsible for all boundary and SOI actions for this 
agency.  Butte LAFCO adopted an SOI for SFWPA in 1985, and was in the process of updating the 
SOI, as of the drafting of this report. 

The depicted boundary and SOI reflect the Butte LAFCO, BOE and SFWPA records, as 
described in Appendix A, Chapter 33.  The map of the District was provided by SFWPA. 

South Yuba Water District 

The South Yuba Water District (SYWD) map shown in this report reflects the Yuba LAFCO 
archival record.  SYWD was formed in 1979; hence, its entire boundary history was subject to 
LAFCO jurisdiction.  As BOE does not maintain boundary records for this agency, there was no 
independent source for verification of the SYWD boundary. 

The depicted boundary and SOI reflect all actions recorded in the Yuba LAFCO archives.  The 
detailed boundary and SOI histories are described in Appendix A, Chapter 34. 

Strawberry Valley Cemetery District 

The Strawberry Valley Cemetery District (SVCD) map shown in this report reflects the Yuba 
LAFCO and BOE archival records.   SVCD was formed in 1955 prior to the creation of LAFCO.  
The BOE record contains the original formation map; there is no record of any subsequent official 
boundary changes.  
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The depicted boundary reflects the entire district boundary as displayed on the original 
formation map; there were no subsequent changes recorded in the Yuba LAFCO or BOE archives.  
The depicted SOI reflects the Yuba LAFCO record, as described in Appendix A, Chapter 35.   

Sutter-Yuba Mosquito and Vector Control District 

The Sutter-Yuba Mosquito and Vector Control District (SYMVCD) map shown in this report 
reflects the boundary and SOI record for this agency, and was provided by Sutter LAFCO.  Sutter is 
the principal county for this district, and is responsible for all boundary and SOI actions for this 
agency.  Sutter LAFCO adopted an SOI for SYMVCD, and updated that SOI in 2007.   

Yuba LAFCO adopted a conflicting SOI for SYMVCD on June 11, 1986 that defines the Yuba 
County portion of the SOI as including all of Yuba County.  According to the 1986 Yuba LAFCO 
SOI study, the Sutter LAFCO SOI study had not evaluated the portion in Yuba County, and “Sutter 
County LAFCO has deferred the updating of this District’s sphere boundary to the Yuba County 
LAFCO, assuming a responsible agency position with regard to the adoption of this sphere of 
influence.”  Yuba and Sutter LAFCO searched their respective archives for substantiating 
correspondence that Sutter had officially ceded jurisdiction over the SOI to Yuba LAFCO, and 
found no substantiation.  Hence the map shown in this report reflects the official SOI adopted by 
Sutter LAFCO.  A detailed boundary and SOI history for SYMVCD can be found in Appendix A, 
Chapter 36. 

Upham Cemetery District 

The Upham Cemetery District (UCD) map shown in this report reflects the Yuba LAFCO, 
Butte LAFCO and BOE archival records.   UCD was formed in 1951 prior to the creation of 
LAFCO.  The BOE record contains the original formation map; there is no record of any 
subsequent official boundary changes.  

The map shown in this report reflects the Butte LAFCO record for the boundary area within 
Butte County, and the Yuba LAFCO and BOE archival record for the boundary area within Yuba 
County.  The depicted SOI reflects the portion updated by Butte LAFCO in 2004 (the area in Butte 
County), and the portion adopted by Yuba LAFCO in 1986 (the area in Yuba County), as described 
in Appendix A, Chapter 37.   

Wheatland Cemetery District 

The Wheatland Cemetery District (WCD) map shown in this report reflects the Yuba LAFCO 
and BOE archival records.  WCD was formed in 1937 prior to the creation of LAFCO.  The BOE 
record contains the original formation map and subsequent boundary changes.   

The depicted boundary reflects all actions recorded in the BOE archives; the boundary 
verification analysis was performed for all boundary actions from formation to the present.  The 
depicted SOI reflects the Yuba LAFCO record, as described in Appendix A, Chapter 38. 

Wheatland Water District 

The Wheatland Water District (WWD) map shown in this report reflects the Yuba LAFCO 
archival record.  WWD was formed in 1954 prior to the creation of LAFCO.  As BOE does not
